St. George’s Terrace, Perth

This is not necessarily a place a teacher would think of taking a class for an excursion, but the Cathedral offers a wealth of educational programmes, catering for all age groups from early childhood to tertiary and adult. The people who work at the Cathedral are enthusiastic and approachable.

Listed below are several workshops suitable for middle school students.  The workshops have been taken directly from the Cathedral’s 2004 Prospectus.  The numbers listed next to the workshops are the module numbers.

    Machines:  A Year 7 investigative module into ‘how it works’ utilising the bells and the organs of the Cathedral.

   Cathedral Orientation and Familiarisation:  This module takes approximately two to three hours and is an excellent preparatory module for future visits to the Cathedral.  Students are introduced to the historical, architectural, liturgical and operational aspects of the Cathedral.

    A Brief Visit:  This is a short module designed to be part of a general visit to the City.
Lower Secondary

Race and Representation:  A lower secondary English module              examining attitudes towards race, gender and class as evidenced in the Cathedral.

Shapes, Patterns and Measurements:  This Lower Secondary Mathematics module provides practical activities in the Cathedral for the Working Mathematically strand and Space strand at outcome levels 3, 4, 5 and 6.

Cathedral Orientation and Familiarisation:  As above.

Music and Spirituality – The Use of Music in the Liturgy at the Cathedral:  This half-day workshop is designed to be of general interest to all high school students by engaging participants in an investigation of the many ways in which music is used for spiritual enrichments and by introducing them to musical examples from a range of cultures.

Spiritual Journeys – Comparative Paths to God:  This module encourages students to explore some of the shared and different experiences of the Christian Journey in a place of spiritual significance, and Anglican Cathedral.

The Cathedral – A living presence within the City of Perth:  This module develops an understanding of the dynamic spiritual life within St. George’s Cathedral and explores the relationship between the Cathedral and the wider community of the City of Perth.  This module includes the historical background of the Cathedral and its links with colonial settlement in Western Australia.  Various features of the building and a number of religious signs and symbols are identified and discussed.

Continuity and Change:  This Year 8 S&E (SOSE) module explores the function of continuity and change in society by using the Cathedral as a constant in the developing City of Perth and the advent of the Technological Age.

Worship in a non-electric world – Sight, Sound, Smell and Touch:  This Year 8 Module explores the roles of the senses in the experiences of worship.  The activities are highly interactive, experiential and interesting.

Children with Special Needs

Fun at the Cathedral:  An integrated learning experience for children with special needs involving language (naming objects), one-to-one correspondence, shapes, patterns and fine motor skills, singing, art and a fun activity combining naming and counting.

Exploring the Cathedral:  A module for high school students with special needs:  This module introduces the students to one of the most beautiful and significant buildings in their city and hopefully will make them aware that they too are part of the community of Perth.

An Architectural Trail – Old Shapes and Structures:  This module investigates through observation, questioning, discussion and art, the architectural shapes and structures in the Cathedral.  An ideal module for PEAC students.

 Shapes and Patterns:  An architecture module for junior PEAC students incorporating broad principles of construction of buildings, their materials and shapes.

All the programmes have been designed by teachers.  Information about specific learning areas is available, as is some information about strands and levels.

The Cathedral also hosts other applicable events, such as Art Shows for students, day camps and Performing and Visual Arts workshops.  The Cathedral may also be used as a base for City visits.
